Meeting began at 6:15 P.M. conducted by John Glauser, Vice Chairman. Our Chairman, Tom Shimizu, had asked to be excused as he was out of town. Mr. Glauser asked for reports from the committee members.

Councilman Peterson reported that the City received more positive remarks about our historic photo display than any other aspect of the 10 Year Anniversary Celebration in January. He felt that the Historic Committee did a tremendous job in showcasing our history. He praised the hard work that went into the timeline, newsletter and photo display. He has several copies of the CD and will give them to our committee.

The RFP for a historian had no response so the deadline, January 31, 2015, was extended another three weeks.If there are still no applications we will be free to negotiate with someone of our choosing.

The outside appearance for the City Hall was approved by a 4-1 vote of the City Council. A copy of their choice of designs was shared with our committee. There will be a ground breaking in June of this year with completion set for 2016.

Trader Joes recently opened in our City and asked for help from the Historic Committee in providing some historic photos. These were provided and from them they choose two, one of Fort Union Boulevard and one of The Old Mill and the cars.  These have been enlarged and are on display at the store.

Most of the “Historic” street signs are in place with several still on hold.

Dan Metcalf has asked for help from our committee to develop our web page on the City’s website. The page can be changed and updated.

Melinda Hortin was approved by the City Council as a new member of our committee. Gayle Conger, Jerri Harwell, and Don Antczak were asked to continue as members of our committee and were also approved.

The question about the possibilities of the City establishing a Chamber of Commerce, and/or Rotary Club was asked. The City is very much in favor and has been entertaining presentations from several of the adjoining Chambers and is in the process of making a decision on the matter.

Councilman Peterson asked to be excused early from the meeting as he had a speaking obligation. Before he left, Gayle Conger gave him a copy of material she had collected and prepared for use on the City’s website and in a newspaper article on our new “Historic” street signs. The committee was advised that after many requests for additional information in regards to our signs, the Journal will run an article on them in their March issue.  Depending on the content of the story, Councilman Peterson will use the information in his April column in the City’s newsletter.

Ms. Conger went on to explain the Historic Committee’s web page on the website, and the use of this information which was gathered in response to requests for more information from the citizens of our City. The information she passed to all of the committee can be used in answering questions we might receive in the future. Councilman Peterson had asked her to talk to various people about the signs. Because many of the older citizens are not computer users, but still want information it was decided to also include it in the Journal as well as the Newsletter.

 Melinda Hortin was asked if she would consider working with Mr. Metcalf designing and maintaining our committee’s page on the city website.  She responded  that she would be happy to accept the assignment.

Ms. Conger also reported that while looking for a photo of the first church built on Butler Hill on the Utah State Historical Society’s website, she ran across a photo of Butler School (north side of 70th South) and called them about getting a copy of it and seven other photos. Among the other photos were Green Flake and his wife, George Stevens, his wife, Lucinda and their children. She was told that a form needed to be filled out stating what the photo will be used for.  There was no cost for a low resolution copy, however, there was a $10.00, charge for each high resolution photo.  The high resolution photos would be put on a CD. The committee agreed that it would be worth the money to buy the higher resolution copies and authorized her to go forward. The photos could not be used for commercial purposes and their association would need to be given credit on the photo.

Don Antczak mentioned that it was Daniel Freeman who owned the property beginning approximately at Poverty Flats and extending to 23rd East on the South side of 70th South (Fort Union Boulevard.) He obtained the information from the abstract for his father’s property on 23rd East. George Stevens owned the property on the north side of 70th South.

Carol Woodside reported that she wants to begin work on new informational labels to go along with the enlarged photos that are displayed. These would need to be laminated, but before this happens she needs to edit the information for each photo. Hopefully this can be finished in time for Butlerville Days, July 23 & 24th.  

Jerri Harwell reported that she is in the process of obtaining a list of precincts. 

Sylvia Orton reported that she will be attending the first Butlerville Days committee meeting on Thursday, February 12, 2015. She is excited to get started on this project.

Don Antczak reported that he has been in contact with Marion Jones and she will send him some family photos.

John Glauser reported that this will be his last committee meeting. He has his home up for sale and had bought property in Mayfield, Utah and will be building a new home there. The committee wished him well.
